10.) OUT OF THE BOX: To be considered out of the box a kit must be constructed solely from the contents of the kit, with the

exception of finishes and decals. Weathering, filling seams and molding flaws, adding simple seat beats, and antennae/rigging
are allowed. Gun barrels, vents and door handles may be drilled out as well. No cutting/separatingfopening of hatches, control

surfaces, canopies, or doors is permitted. The use of aftermarket accessories (except decals) will be cause for disqualification

Basic Construction, Overall Finish, Overall Accuracy, Additional Detailing and Degree of Difficulty.
